· Method of Water Purification (Tablets, Heating Source, Bandana, Bleach, Water Purifier [Not just filter])

· Food (High energy, pre-cooked, ready-to-eat) (Stress/Comfort Foods)

· Matches in a Waterproof Container (Strike Anywhere, Windproof/Waterproof)
· Lighter, Flint/Steel, fire log
· Tube tent x2 
· Solar/Crank radio, solar battery charger
· List of Important Phone Numbers

· Evacuation Plan; List of Regroup Locations

· Flashlight & Extra Batteries & Bulbs (Head mount style keeps hands free)

· First Aid Kit & First Aid Manual, Emergency preparedness manual
· Photos of Family Members- (Up-to-date)

· Rope (50 Ft. Parachute Cord)

· Candle (36 hour 3 wick survival candle works well)

· Small stove, fuel, cooking pans x2, cleaning sponge
· Whistle, Signal
· Non-Electric Can Opener
· Duct Tape, Dust Masks x5
· Pliers, Screw Driver (Flathead & Phillips), Wrench (Adjustable), Wire

· Carabiners (Clips to hold loose items or child's pack to your own)

· Chemical Light sticks x2
· Fishing Kit (Mini-M&Ms tube or Film Canister [Storage and Bobber] w/ line wrapped on the outside.) various sized hooks, 10 lb test line, rubber bands, various size sinkers, sewing needle, waterproof emery paper to sharpen hooks.
